Directions to Arkadelphia and Slayage 2008
Arkadelphia is located in the scenic foothills of the Ozark Mountains, about an hour southwest of Little Rock (the capitol of Arkansas).  For those outside of comfortable driving distance, flying into Little Rock National Airport is the most expedient way of reaching Arkadelphia.  One can rent a car at one of the several rental car agencies in the airport or one can take advantage of the shuttle service that will be provided by Henderson State and the Slayage Conference.  If participants would like to take advantage many of the sights in the area (listed below), it would be best to rent a car.  A shuttle service between the airport and the hotels and between the hotels and the university will be provided. 

The Little Rock Airport is 60 miles north of the Caddo Valley exit (Exit 78) on I-30.  Drive time is roughly an hour.
